ROLE AND RESPONSIBILITIES

The Scenic Carpenter works under the Technical Director to build and install scenery for all productions. The ideal candidate will
possess high-level theatrical carpentry skills, problem-solving abilities, and demonstrate proficiency in basic theatrical rigging
and stage operations, as well as the safe operation of power tools.

Essential Duties:

e  Construct scenery under the guidance of the Technical Director; this may also include the construction of properties
and furniture.

e Install and maintain scenery, rigging, and stage equipment.

e Assist in the repair of above-mentioned scenic elements during each production’s run.

e  Work under the Technical Director and Charge Scenic Artist to assist with scenic painting.

e Serve as run crew on 1-2 productions per season.

e  Participate in all load-ins and strikes.

e  Participate in shop clean up and organization projects as assigned.

e  Work within an established scenic budget, keep a log of all purchases and returns, and submit receipts in a timely
manner.

e  Other duties as assigned.
